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we confess with dignity and glory which came upon them
in obedience to Your will.  Give them O Lord the health,
the peace, the strength and the ability to practice their high
leadership that you gave them.  O You, our Master, the
King of Kings and the Heavenly King of ages gave the
man the power, the authority and the glory to rule over
everything on the earth.  O Lord, lead their thoughts with
every good deed that is justified before You to practice in

gentleness the power and authority you gave them in peace
and humbleness so they can confess Your power and Your
goodness. Amen.î
