Our Lord Jesus was not
crucified out of weakness
but out of intended
weakness, in the sense that
He could have spared
Himself all of that. “For in
Him dwells all the fullness
of the Godhead
bodily”(Col 2:9) but He did
this for two reasons:

Firstly: That we can be
certain that He took on our
human nature as it is except
for sin.

Secondly: To hide His
true identity from Satan so
that he can’t obstruct the
process of our salvation.
“For had they known, they would not have cruci-
fied the Lord of Glory” (1Cor 2:8)

For these two reasons the Lord used to reveal His

divinity at times, and conceal it at other times, showing
ordinary humanity, so as to baffle the devil and lead
him to believe that he was capable of getting rid of
Him. Eventually, the devil managed to turn the Jews
and the Romans against Jesus. Yet He rose from the
dead and raised us from death with Him.

Although the events of the crucifixion show us a Christ
who is apparently weak and submissive to human
judgment, the same events imply evidence of power
not to be missed by a keen eye and an alert mind.
